REGARDING: Sample Disposition Statement and

This memo is being sent to inform all agencies of the new toxicology sample disposition 
policy.   
 
Effective immediately, the Toxicology Section will no longer retain toxicology samples* 
beyond 12 months from the date of reporting unless notified to do so by either 
federal, state, municipal, tribal, or air force bases requesting further retention. It will 
now be the responsibility of those agencies to notify our department if a sample is to be held 
longer than the specified time period. 
 
The Toxicology Section is also including a disposition statement, “SAMPLE DISPOSAL 
WILL OCCUR 12 MONTHS AFTER ANALYSIS REPORTING DATE,” on toxicology 
submission/reporting forms (ie. Submission for Blood 104, Submission for Urine 104-U, and 
Analytical Report Forms 107 and 107-U).
